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Ouverture will be held in New York City with the objective of enhancing the international visibility of a group of artists from the region of Emilia Romagna, whose selection has been curated by Daniela Lotta. The featured artists were selected from participants in the various editions of ICEBERG, a well-known annual art contest promoted by G.A.I. of Bologna (Organization for the Promotion of Young Artists). In order to carry out the planning and realization of Ouverture, Ex Eggs, the New York based gallery that will host the exhibition, requires the financial support of individuals, corporations and foundations that appreciate the exhibition’s unique approach.

Ouverture will offer New York City and the world an opportunity to experience the contemporary art aesthetics that currently interest the artists of this peculiar geographic region of Italy. Ouverture also stands for the aim to sustain and promote the work of emerging Italian artists and their “dialogue” with the artistic environment of New York.

Contemporary art leads the audience to conceptual outcomes affected by the surrounding environment and background. With this in mind, the curator has chosen artists whose research is based on the common effort to produce works, capable of tracing an independent path within contemporary aesthetics. The four selected artists are considered some of the most successful interpreters of contemporary expressive media. Their work interacts with the surrounding space, stimulating the physical dimension of the gallery, as well as the sensorial and psychological field of interaction with the public. Drawing, panting, sculpting, photography, video, sound and performance are among the languages that Ouverture’s artists utilize while investigating traditional values. The featured artwork will therefore focus on the exhibiting space utilizing form and aesthetics: connection with atmospheric gravity, acoustics, blockages of the space, emotional value of materials, colors. The composition of the featured works shows a well-defined creative process: feeling and reacting to constant external stimuli, metabolizing and re-offering them utilizing personal yet precise aesthetic choices.
ARTISTS

SANDRINE NICOLETTA born in Aosta in 1970. Lives and works in Bologna.

Her work and research is an attempt to offer a plausible interpretation of the modern world where opposites and contradictions coexist. The poetic balance characterizing her most recent works bears witness to the will to understand differences, diversity. It attempts to establish a connection between the world and one’s individuality. While investigating the existing world, the artist utilizes all the contemporary media, dialectically seeking for a connection with space and audience. In 2000, Sandrine participated in the Fondazione Ratti’s workshop in Como – Italy and in the same year she won the artist residence program at the World Trade Center. In 2001 she was selected for the P.S.1 international artists’ residence program organized by the Moma in New York. Among solo exhibitions there are: Surplace, at the Present Future “Artissima” Turin – “Neon”, Bologna; Nin Gallery, Zadar, Croatia in 2002 and Maze, Turin, Italy in 2003. 

Her last solo exhibition is Doppler at “Autoricambi” Gallery, Rome

ANNA VISANI born in Faenza in 1973. Lives and works in Faenza (Ravenna).

Focused on the installation and ambient dimensions of a work, Visani’s work renders temporal her personal views and visions of the world, establishing an intimate relationship between the exhibiting space and her own individuality. In her work one can find suggestions of childhood and youth that are expressed through the use of objects recycled from her own life experiences and found in local Italian street fairs. In 2001 she solo-exhibited her work at “Graffio” Gallery in Bologna and in 2002 in “Casa Rossigni” di Lugo in Romagna. Besides numerous collective exhibitions in 2002, Visani was selected to be part of “Gemine Muse”, Archeological Museum of Bologna. Recently she was selected to participate in Empowerment – Nuovo Cantiere Italia, a group exhibition among the Genova, European Capital of Culture 2004’s featured events.

ZIMMERFREI, Multimedia Ensemble. Anna Rispoli, born in Bassano del Grappa in 1974 (director and performer); Anna de Manicor, born in Trento in 1972 (video maker and performer); Massimo Carrozzi born in Massa in 1967 (sound designer). Zimmerfrei live in Bologna at TPO-Euracquarium, an experimental art space that is also socially and politically involved. Conceived in 1999, Zimmerfrei melds their rather different personalities, producing sound ambiences and video installations, performances and multimedia shows, in collaboration with art galleries, theatres, video-art festivals and hybrid spaces. Zimmerfrei investigate the combinatory possibilities of contemporary cultures, specifically in relationships between human beings. Their projects aim to redefine the language of communication. Among personal exhibitions in 2000: “Interaccess Gallery (Richmond 401)” in Toronto and “ICI – Cultural Italian Institute” in London.

In 2003 they participated in the fiftieth edition of the Biennale of Venice, in the section “La Zona”, curated by Massimiliano Gioni.

DIEGO ZUELLI born in Reggio Emilia in 1979. Lives and works in Reggio Emilia.

Primarily through digital animation, Zuelli re-creates everyday situations, giving free rein to new interpretations of reality. The endless options of synthetically imaging become a means to investigate existing interpersonal relationships and social dynamics, without tripping up over easy and purposeless effects. Zuelli started producing in 1999. He was awarded important prizes and honors in competitions concerning three-dimensional computer graphics. In 2002 he created the video clip “TrompsØ is OK” for the band “Giardini di Miro”. In 2003 he won Iceberg. He participated in the video art exhibition “Play” held at Care Of art space in Milan, as well as in the eleventh Biennale of Young Artists of the Mediterranean in Athens, and finally in the exhibition “Ad’a – Area d’azione” in the Rocca Sforzesca of Imola.

SPACE

EX EGGS – ENVIRONMENTS.ART.SPACE – NEW YORK
Ouverture needs to be realized in a space that can structurally adapt to its complex morphology. Due to its peculiar shape, Ex Eggs is the optimal art space for Ouverture.

Ex Eggs is a production space and also an art lab dedicated to experimental projects spotlighting contemporary Italian artists. The featured artists, will not only interact with the exhibiting space, but also engage in familiarizing with the adjacent city areas, where they will be spending the week before Ouverture’s opening.

Communication and interaction among human beings and art forms is of much value in the Ex Eggs spaceapartment.

A fairly important aspect in working with contemporary artists is estabilishing a connection

through conversation and daily experiences. This leads to a freer and more unconditioned creative process.
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
